respectively the most expensive book transaction in history and the most
expensive book ever sold.

Appointed first Donnelley Fellow Librarian of Corpus Christi College,
Cambridge, in April 2000, including responsibility for the Parker Library, one of
the most high-profile small rare book libraries in the world; retired at the end of
December 2016.
